He wants to
remove the guilt from the sins
of the past. He wants to hold

us up under the stress of the

present. He wants to show us
the way into the future.

But, as ugly as it sounds, he
wants to do that by taking
those burdens onto himself. In
fact, he already has taken those
burdens when Jesus Christ
bore the sins of the
whole world. He
carried all of them
when he died on
the cross. He didn’t
drop  anybody’s
burden of sin. He
didn’t any-
body’s out so that
now theyre stuck
